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Learning English as a Foreign Language (EFL) or English as a Second Language (ESL) is most effective when
learners are motivated and actively engaged. Task-Based Learning (TBL) emphasizes real use of the target
language in authentic settings, making the learning process learner-centered with a focus on task outcomes
rather than strict adherence to language forms. Tasks that are relevant to learners’ interests and everyday
experiences enhance engagement and make learning more meaningful.

Creating appropriate contexts and activities fosters interaction, reduces language learning anxiety, and
facilitates comprehension through communicative tasks. This approach encourages negotiation, provides
built-in feedback, and leads to a deeper understanding of language rules. Teachers can use this opportunity
to introduce grammar naturally within the context of communication, offering guidance and support as
learners interact in real-world scenarios. Practical application through meaningful tasks is crucial for
developing genuine communication skills.
