o Dr. Anjum Halai at Durbeen, exploring Equity & Access to Education: Language Policies

Day 2 Highlights 
Day 2 began with a ceremony in which a tribute was paid to our beloved Lubna Mohyuddin and 
service awards were conferred on SPELT stalwarts. This was followed by an inspiring keynote by Mr. 
Alan Mackenzie, who shared transformative insights into global trends shaping the future of ELT.

Khurram captivated audiences with reflections on ELT’s evolution and strategies for future-readiness 
in teaching. One of the highlights of Day 2 was an Online Dialogue Discussion on Action Research 
moderated by Professor Zakia Sarwar with the renowned ELT expert Dr David Nunan and 
educationists from Russia, China, Malaysia, Nepal and Pakistan. 
 

Interactive workshops on innovative teaching strategies and assessment tools provided participants 
with hands-on learning experiences, equipping them with practical skills to implement in their own 
contexts. 
 

The conference concluded with a vibrant panel discussion on "From Tradition to Transformation: The 
Impact of AI on Education," followed by a closing ceremony that celebrated SPELT’s enduring 
contributions to professional development in ELT.
